Learning outcomes for the semester:

· To further develop the skills acquired in previous Musicianship courses

· To be able to sing—and sight sing— all intervals and modulating and/or chromatic melodies and with correct solfege syllables 

· To successfully do melodic and harmonic dictation of chromatic music (including atonal and 12-tone)

· To be able to successfully perform and dictate advanced rhythms (may include syncopation, asymmetrical meters, mixed meters, and hemiola)

· Sight singing and melodic/harmonic dictation will include modulation to distantly related keys; tonal chromaticism such as secondary functions, mode mixture, N6, augmented sixth chords, and chromatic mediants; other chromaticism such as non-functional, atonal and 12-tone music

Some class meetings will include dictation assignments to be handed in for a grade; other dictation assignments will simply require your participation.  

40%=Assignments (in-class dictation work, adequate preparation of assigned melodies, quizzes, and other assignments)

15%=Final exam pt. 1 (dictation)

15%=Final exam pt. 2 (individual evaluation)

Course Policies

· Attendance is mandatory: excessive absences and tardiness will not be tolerated. Coming to class late, unprepared, or without the required materials will be counted as a partial absence.

· A basic proficiency in interval identification and singing is expected (201, 202 and 303 levels). Deficiencies in this area must be remediated outside of class time (e.g., using online interval drilling exercises, extra help with Dr. Stolz and/or with a tutor). If you are unable to identify and/or sing intervals, you will not be successful in 304F.

· Proficiency of harmonic, rhythmic and melodic dictation at the level of the 303F final written exam is expected.
· I do not give “make-up” quizzes or exams, nor do I accept late assignments. There is homework forgiveness at the end of the semester, so if you miss homework due to an absence (excused or unexcused), you will not be penalized. Furthermore, I do offer extra-credit opportunities.

· All assignments more than one page in length must be stapled.
· Check the website for handouts, announcements, and other important information

· Visiting Dr. Stolz during his office hours, or by appointment, is highly encouraged, for it is your opportunity to hone specific skills and improve certain weaknesses in a one-on-one environment. Schedule an appointment outside of office hours at least 24 hours in advance.
Mid-Term and Final Exams

Prepared melodies, rhythmic/melodic/harmonic dictation, intervals, sight singing

For individual evaluation: melodies, intervals, rhythms, etc. will be chosen randomly.

Exact dates and times of the exams will be announced at a later date. Part One of the final exam is written, and it must be passed in order to take Part Two of the exam. Part Two of the final exam is the individual evaluation (i.e. jury), and may be assisted by other music theory faculty members. Part Two will be in two parts, the first consisting of the most basic elements (intervals, scale recognition, etc.), which must be passed in order to take the main portion of the jury.

Repertoire

Musical examples will come primarily from 19th, 20th and 21st century music, not excluding jazz and popular music. Examples from the Ottman will be used, but examples from other texts and excerpts from literature will also appear throughout the semester

Topics Schedule

As this is a skills-based course, the weight of course topics will be based on the strengths and weaknesses of the students. The course will be divided into three units; the middle of the semester will focus on rhythm.


Unit 1: Chromatic Melodies and Harmonies (ca. 6-7 weeks)


Unit 2: Advanced Rhythmic Practices (ca. 2-3 weeks)


Unit 3: Non-functional, atonal and 12-tone music (ca. 5-6 weeks)
